Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

Last Sunday, on the feast of the Epiphany,
we heard the familiar story of the magi, who,
directed by the star to Bethlehem, find the
baby Jesus. Today we hear of the first disci-
ples, who, directed by John the Baptist, en-
counter the adult Jesus. That initial encounter
changes the entire course of their lives, for,
as Andrew insists to his brother Simon, “We |
have found the Messiah.” In the First reading |
Eli guided Samuel to Recognize it was the &
Lord calling him. I have many people who
have helped me recognize God’s presence
and call. When we encounter the Lord we
become the people who invite others to COme mm——
and see. It is impossible not to do that be-

cause we want the best for those we love and care for.

God calls to us in unexpected ways. For young Samuel, it was his whispered name
he heard in the night. Jesus called Saul when he was on his way to persecute Chris-
tians in Damascus. Today we hear him, as Paul, speak of our bodies as being tem-
ples of the Holy Spirit. In the Gospel, we hear Jesus call two disciples after they had
been standing around talking with John the Baptist. The Lord wants us involved in
his mission. He wants to work with and through us. As a priest and pastor one of my
responsibilities involves helping others to recognize the call of the Lord. Helping
them to respond like Samuel “Here [ am O Lord your servant is listening”. Making
Missionary disciples remains the call of Jesus to us. To go feed the hungry, clothes
the naked, welcome strangers, visit the sick and those in prison. The Lord is calling
and is waiting for of us in the pew to respond like Samuel, not someone else. Please
listen deep inside you, what is the Lord calling you to do?
