Brothers and Sisters,

The Lord continues to be with us during this cold week. Monday and Tuesday
were extremely cold that we had to cancel schools and community events that
involved traveling. Last Sunday even our bulletins did not arrive on time because
of weather. Mass attendance was very low and the Sunday donations were ex-
tremely low. It is for this reason you should consider online giving so you can
continue to support the church even in on those days you are not able to attend.
Our buildings being very old some did not hold very well to the weather and we
had to deal with boilers, busted pipes and issues with some roof areas. Winter
season is the most expensive and stressful time for our buildings. This also hap-
pen with us. It is during winter that we have most funerals. It is in the middle of
all these we gather to worship and listen to the word of God.

In the first reading we hear today, God sends Jonah to the huge city of Nineveh,
where he warns of God’s wrath and calls for repentance. In the Gospel, Jesus
comes to Galilee calling for repentance. He proceeds to call his first disciples,
promising that he would change their way of life from fishing to evangelizing.
God promises us new life that is realized through repentance and conversion.
Jonah found it after three days and three nights in the belly of the great fish. The
people of Nineveh found it after they turned to fasting and sackcloth. Simon, An-
drew, James, and John found it after dropping their nets and following Jesus.
Now it is our turn to trust that repenting and following the Lord will lead us to
find our real self.
