Pastor’s Column 
 

Brothers and Sisters, 
 
The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert, and he remained in the desert for 
forty days, tempted by Satan. He was among wild beasts, and the angels min-
istered to him. After John had been arrested, Jesus came to Galilee proclaim-
ing the gospel of God: " This is the time of fulfillment. The kingdom of God is 
at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel."  
 
As we begin Lent we see the presence of Jesus walking with us in our community. It 
was so good to see  both churches completely full with people on Ash Wednesday. 
We even ran out of communion in one mass. I have observed for several months now 
more people are coming to church. This lent all devotions symbols we use must at 
the end lead us to Jesus. We have to be connected to Christ himself. During lent we 
have stripped bare the altar and we do not decorate church with flowers. This should 
create a spirit of being in desert with Jesus. It is time to look clearly on the real you 
not all decorations we have around us. Lent help us to repair the inside of us, we 
open it bare and look at it. If there is anything that needs fixing we do. Anything that 
stops us from coming close to God we let it go. At the end the most important thing 
for us is to be connected to God. During Lent we focus on fasting, almsgiving, and 
prayer. These beautiful practices connect us with God and his mission.  What we 
have fasted we give to the poor and join us closely with Jesus mission of making 
missionary disciples. However, it all starts by reconciling ourselves with God.

Hermanos y hermanas,
