Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

Brothers and sisters: Jews demand signs, and Greeks look for wisdom, but we proclaim Christ Crucified, a
stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles.” These are beautiful words from St. Paul this weekend. Lent
gives us an opportunity to return to God. Everything we do during this season is to help us to connect with God. As
humans we get disconnected with God and embrace other habits and practices that takes us away from God. I have
found the biggest temptation as human is turning to be gods. It is about me and what I want. That is our culture. If we
follow that path, then we fall in trap of turning our worship space to a business and a social gathering to do our cultur-
al practices rather than focusing on connection with God. We have churches to help us to connect with God. Think
about the three wonderful gifts of Lent, Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving.

Prayer is talking to God. The focus is having communication with God. A good relationship starts with good com-
munication. Good communication involves first listening and then talking. This Wednesday the 6" we shall gather at
St. Sylvester Church from 6:30-8:30pm for Night of Mercy. The focus is to make time to come and spend time in si-
lence in the church, in front of the blessed sacrament, listening to the Lord, speaking with the Lord and reconciling
with the Lord. We shall have priest available to listen to confessions. Jesus, at very first want to reconcile us with
God. To connect us to him, our Lord and savior. In a bigger picture look at your prayer life. How much time do you
give God every day to communicate with him. How do you pray? Do you memorize prayers, or do you speak with
God from your heart? Lent gives you opportunity to reflect on your prayer life and with Lord, you make it better.

Fasting and almsgiving go hand in hand. We fast to connect with God. You need to think what you want to give up
for lent in form of fasting. Here I am referring material things and food. Then after you give up from what you saved
you give to the poor. This connects to the mission of Christ of giving to the poor. Please remember to separate ab-
staining from fasting. some people abstain from coffee or sweets during lent as a spiritual journey. However, if not
careful you end up doing it for you and has no connection with helping you to connect with God and giving to the
poor. Fasting directly connect us with God as we fast to give to the poor. Abstinence in lent is also very important.
We are asked to abstain from things that hinders us to connect with God. In short, anything that hinders you from
coming to the table of the Lord you must abstain from it and fix it. We abstain from eating meat on Fridays during
lent to connect us with bigger church as a community as a way of repentance and fasting. Repent and believe in the
Gospel is a call of Jesus. We are more like God when we are together as a community.

How is my prayer life, fasting and almsgiving connecting me to God?
