FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

LIGHT

Brothers and Sisters,

On Wednesday we had an opportunity to
come together to receive the mercy of God.
It was so nice to see a lot of you. Thanks to
everyone who supported this event. Thanks
to Sr. Stephanie, parish staff and all volun-
teers who made this a success. The Lord is
with us! However, let us remember from
the first days of creation, humans took ad-
vantage of their free will and sinned
against God. But God so loved the world
that God sent the Son to be born into the
world, to suffer and die to atone once and
for all for our sins, and to be raised up so
that all may have eternal life. Our readings
this weekend invite us to make a choice.
Centuries before Christ, the people of Judah chose to turn away from God and Je-
rusalem was allowed to be destroyed. But the psalmist pleaded that the people nev-
er forget the holy city. Jesus tells Nicodemus that those who prefer darkness to
light condemn themselves, but those who live in the truth come to the light, where
we can do the good works that Paul says flow from God’s grace.

JOHN 3:19

On Christmas Eve, we heard the prophet Isaiah’s words that a great light has come
to shine through the darkness. We believe that light is Jesus, the Messiah, who
came into the world on that holy night. Today we hear John say that some people
preferred the darkness. After all, they were used to it. They didn’t have to worry
about their actions in the darkness. They could do things that, if exposed to the
light, would be seen as wrong. But we are called to value what is good and true
and holy, and so we come to the light, to the Christ, so that our works may be seen,
may be imitated, and may lead others to God.

Nicodemus would be such an example. We hear Jesus address him in the Gospel
today, but what we don’t hear is that this monologue happens when Nicodemus
comes to the Lord after night fell. Why did he come at night? Not because his
works were evil, but because he was a member of the Sanhedrin and he feared that
his position would be in danger if he was seen meeting with Jesus. So Jesus, the
light of the world, was directly addressing him with his words. How did Nicode-
mus take Jesus’ challenge? Well, we will see Nicodemus again in a couple of
weeks, on Good Friday. It is he and Joseph of Arimathea, both secretly disciples
(not any of the Twelve) who dare to ask Pilate for permission to remove Jesus’
body from the cross, anoint it with myrrh, and bury it in a newly made tomb. “But
whoever lives the truth comes to the light, so that his [or her] works may be clearly
seen as done in God” (John 3:21). Nicodemus chooses to live the truth and come to
the light. continues
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Transformation happens when we come to the light. When we die from self and embrace God. Jesus is calling you and me
as he called Nicodemus. He wants to work with us and through us if only we can let him. He is waiting for our respond. To
do this we have to trust his mercy and he is with us.

JUAN 3,19

Hermanos y hermanas,

El miércoles tuvimos la oportunidad de reunirnos para recibir
la misericordia de Dios. Fue muy agradable ver a muchos de
ustedes. Gracias a todos los que apoyaron este evento. Gra-
cias a la Hermana Stephanie, al personal de la parroquia y a
todos los voluntarios que hicieron que esto fuera un éxito. jEl
Sefior esta con nosotros! Sin embargo, recordemos que desde
los primeros dias de la creacion, los seres humanos se aprove-
charon de su libre voluntad y pecaron contra Dios. Pero Dios amo¢ tanto al mundo que envi6 a su Hijo para que nacie-
ra en el mundo, sufriera y muriera para expiar de una vez por todos nuestros pecados, y resucitara para que todos tu-
vieran vida eterna.

Las lecturas de este fin de semana nos invitan a tomar una decision. Siglos antes de Cristo, el pueblo de Juda opt6 por
alejarse de Dios y Jerusalén fue destruida. Pero el salmista suplico que el pueblo nunca olvidara la ciudad santa. Jesus
dice a Nicodemo que los que prefieren las tinieblas a la luz se condenan, pero los que viven en la verdad llegan a la
luz, donde podemos hacer las buenas obras que, segin Pablo, brotan de la gracia de Dios.

En Nochebuena, escuchamos las palabras del profeta Isaias de que una gran luz ha venido a brillar a través de las ti-
nieblas. Creemos que esa luz es Jesus, el Mesias, que vino al mundo en esa noche santa. Hoy oimos a Juan decir que
algunas personas preferian la oscuridad. Al fin y al cabo, estaban acostumbrados a ella. No tenian que preocuparse
por sus acciones en la oscuridad. Podian hacer cosas que, expuestas a la luz, serian vistas como malas. Pero nosotros
estamos llamados a valorar lo que es bueno, verdadero y santo, y por eso venimos a la luz, a Cristo, para que nuestras
obras se vean, sean imitadas y lleven a otros a Dios.

Nicodemo seria un ejemplo de esto. Oimos a Jesus dirigirse a €l en el Evangelio de hoy, pero lo que no oimos es que
este mondlogo tiene lugar cuando Nicodemo acude al Sefor al caer la noche. ;Por qué vino de noche? No porque sus
obras fueran malas, sino porque era miembro del Sanedrin y temia que su puesto corriera peligro si le veian reunirse
con Jesus. Asi que Jesus, la luz del mundo, se dirigia directamente a €l con sus palabras. ;Coémo aceptd Nicodemo el
desafio de Jesus? Volveremos a ver a Nicodemo dentro de un par de semanas, el Viernes Santo. Son ¢l y José de Ari-
matea, ambos discipulos secretos (ninguno de los Doce) quienes se atreven a pedir permiso a Pilato para quitar el
cuerpo de Jesus de la cruz, ungirlo con mirra y enterrarlo en un sepulcro recién hecho. "Pero el que vive la verdad
sale a la luz, para que se vea claramente que sus obras estdn hechas en Dios" (Juan 3:21). Nicodemo elige vivir la ver-
dad y venir a la luz.

La transformacion se logra cuando llegamos a la luz. Cuando morimos de si mismo y abrazamos a Dios. Jesus nos
llama a ti y a mi como llam¢é a Nicodemo. Quiere trabajar con nosotros y a través de nosotros si se lo permitimos. Es-
ta esperando nuestra respuesta. Para lograrlo tenemos que confiar en su misericordia y El estd con nosotros.
