Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

In the days when Christ Jesus was in the flesh, he offered prayers and supplications with loud cries and tears to
the one who was able to save him from death, and he was heard because of his reverence. Son though he was,
he learned obedience from what he suffered; and when he was made perfect, he became the source of eternal
salvation for all who obey him.

As we draw close to Holy Week, we hear Jesus talk about his approaching death. Yet his message to his disciples is not so much
about his death as it is about eternal life. As Christians, we know that as difficult as death is, our true focus, our true hope is in
eternal life, trusting that our Lord is our source of eternal salvation. During this final week before Holy Week, let us keep in
mind that just as our Lenten journey will not end with Good Friday, but with Easter, so too does our own life’s journey end not
in death but in new life. I have always reminded our parishioners that the way of the cross does not end with crucifixion and
death but on resurrection. If Jesus did not come out of death it was going to be a good sad story but he resurrected and saved us!

Jeremiah looked forward to the day when God’s new covenant with humanity would be internalized in us, when it would be
imprinted on our hearts. To prepare our hearts for keeping the covenant, we pray that God will create clean hearts in us.
Especially during Lent, our longing for reconciliation and forgiveness can help to prepare our hearts. In the Gospel, Jesus speaks
from the heart, questioning why he would ask God to save him from suffering and death when that was the purpose in the first
place. Jesus teaches us to accept suffering and death as way of renewal to new life. “Unless the grain of wheat falls to ground
and dies, it remains just a grain of wheat; but if it dies, it produces much fruit.” Therefore, he said that anyone who is willing to
sacrifice their life in this world will preserve it for eternal life. It all comes down to love. Remember, when Jesus was asked
what the greatest commandment was, he said that the entire law, the law that Jeremiah said would be written upon our hearts,
could be summed up in two commandments: love God than we love ourselves, and love your neighbor as we love ourselves.

Holy week is one of the most important times in church calendar. We shall celebrate these holy days together as a parish. We
have been meeting at Sylvester church for Stations of the Cross every Friday. All Holy week services will be bilingual. On
Holy Thursday we shall celebrate the last supper and institution of Eucharist at Our Lady of Grace church at 7pm. On Holy
Friday we shall start with retreat at St Sylvester School hall at 7am until noon. Then we shall meet at Sylvester at noon to start
our live stations of the cross where we shall walk from Sylvester to Our Lady of Grace. Our teens will represent Jesus in each
station in our Streets. Then in the Evening we shall meet at Sylvester at 7pm for the veneration of the Holy cross. Holy
Saturday we shall meet at Sylvester at 7.30pm to celebrate the Easter Vigil. This is the most solemn mass in the church calendar
throughout the year. Easter Sunday we shall have our regular scheduled masses. To prepare well for these services we shall have
our parish office closed on Holy week. I hope you will walk with Jesus and us as we celebrate this holy season.

Fifth Sunday of Lent

Jeremias esperaba el dia en que la nueva alianza de Dios
con la humanidad se interiorizara en nosotros, cuando
quedara grabada en nuestros corazones.
