Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

This weekend readings explore the
theme of blindness, both literal and met-
aphorical. The man born literally blind
receives his eyesight by Jesus’ action in
the Gospel, but we also witness Samu-
el’s metaphorical blindness to David’s
fitness for kingship, the Pharisees’
blindness to Jesus’ holiness, and even
the willful blindness of the blind man’s
parents when they are questioned. I did
not know there was a difference be-
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tween a Latinos and Caucasians until | oo

When Jesus heard that they had thrown him out,
he found him and said, “Do you believe in the
Son of Man?” - Jn 9:35

came to USA. In my culture we call all
“Mzungu”. Living here it took me a
while to know the difference but the
longer I have been here and even visited several Latino countries the more |
have seen the difference and wonder why I never saw it in the beginning. I was
blind. Those of us who are blessed to work with different communities and cul-
tures we appreciate how much our eyes have been open. We are also shocked
how blind people are some simple realities. Jesus came to open our eyes to see
as God does.

As wonderful as it is that Jesus heals people or puts an end to their physical
blindness, it is every bit as important that he welcomes them into full participa-
tion in society. Recall that when he encountered those who were lame or had
leprosy, it was outside the synagogue, for they were considered unclean. The
blind man was considered unclean as well “totally in sin,” as the Pharisees as-
sert. Jesus not only gives him sight, he gives him admittance to the synagogue.
Just as the Good Shepherd goes out to find the lost sheep, Jesus immediately
goes and finds him and brings him back into the fold. When we witness some-
thing unimaginable, we face a fundamental question. Do we accept it, changing
our minds to accommodate it, or do we refuse, denying what we have just wit-
nessed? The Pharisees in today’s Gospel choose the latter. They refuse to
change their attitudes about keeping the Sabbath or the sinfulness of the one
born blind. The man’s parents choose the latter as well, though likely out of
fear. They choose to deny what they saw rather than risk being expelled from
the synagogue. But not the blind man himself: He accepts this miracle worker
as the Son of Man. It wasn’t only his literal vision that was changed. What
keeps me from seeing the truth? What keeps me from acknowledging what I
see?

Las lecturas de este fin de semana exploran el tema de la ceguera, tanto literal como metaforica. El hombre que nace
literalmente ciego obtiene la vista gracias a la accion de Jesus en el Evangelio, pero también somos testigos de la ce-
guera metaforica de Samuel para no ver la idoneidad de David como rey, de la ceguera de los fariseos ante la santidad
de Jests, e incluso de la ceguera voluntaria de los padres del ciego cuando son interrogados. Yo no sabia que habia
una diferencia entre los latinos y los caucésicos hasta que llegué a los Estados Unidos. En mi cultura llamamos a to-
dos "Mzungu". Viviendo aqui me tomo un tiempo saber la diferencia pero cuanto mas tiempo he estado aqui y ha vi-
sitado varios paises latinos mas he visto la diferencia y me pregunto por qué nunca la vi al principio. Estaba ciego.
Los que tenemos la suerte de trabajar con diferentes comunidades y culturas apreciamos lo mucho que se nos han
abierto los o0jos. También nos sorprende lo ciega que esté la gente ante algunas realidades sencillas. Jests vino a abrir-
nos los ojos para que viéramos como Dios.

Por muy maravilloso que sea que Jesus cure a las personas o ponga fin a su ceguera fisica, es igual de importante que
las acoja para que participen plenamente en la sociedad. Recordemos que, cuando se encontraba con cojos o leprosos,
lo hacia fuera de la sinagoga, pues se les consideraba impuros. El ciego también era considerado impuro "totalmente
en pecado", como afirman los fariseos. Jesus no solo le da la vista, sino que le permite entrar en la sinagoga. . Igual
que el Buen Pastor sale a buscar a la oveja perdida, Jests va inmediatamente a buscarla y la devuelve al redil. Cuando
somos testigos de algo inimaginable, nos enfrentamos a una cuestion fundamental. ;Lo aceptamos, cambiando de opi-
nidn para acomodarnos a ello, o lo rechazamos, negando lo que acabamos de presenciar? Los fariseos del Evangelio
de hoy optan por lo segundo. Se niegan a cambiar su actitud sobre la observancia del sdbado o la pecaminosidad del
ciego de nacimiento. Los padres del hombre también eligen lo segundo, aunque probablemente por miedo. Prefieren
negar lo que han visto antes que arriesgarse a ser expulsados de la sinagoga. Pero el ciego no: El acepta a este hombre
milagroso como el Hijo del Hombre. No s6lo cambid su vision literal. ;Qué me impide ver la verdad? ;Qué me impi-
de reconocer lo que veo?
