Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

This week [ would like to welcome everyone coming back after being away from church for a long time. Welcome those who
come for special church events like Palm Sunday. Those of us who are always here what a blessing to celebrate our king and
reach out with gratitude to those coming to join us! We begin the celebration of Holy Week by calling down God’s blessing up-
on the symbol that today’s feast is named for: the palm branches that were used to welcome our Lord to Jerusalem. We use new
palms branches not the same one we used last year as those dried out and some we used for ashes. I hope you come here com-
pletely renewed. Those who reject renewal they become source of destruction and death. Jesus is completely rejected by those
who want to keep things the same. The biggest question is are you coming here renewed or are you bringing the same person
unchanged who came last year? We have changed and continue to change molded by Jesus as a new Parish of Jesus bread of
life. We invite you to continue to join us and allow the Lord to continue molding you to newness.

Just a few months ago we celebrated the night that Jesus was born, God’s Son becoming part of humanity. Emanuel which mean
God is with us. Today we hear a horrible account of the inhumanity of nearly everyone around our Lord. One of his closest
friends betrays him, another denies him, the rest abandon him, the crowd turns on him, the soldiers torture him, the authorities
condemn him, Pilate sentences him. In Mark’s Gospel, even both of those crucified with him abuse him. This year [ would like
us to think about the woman who anointed Jesus.

Jesus makes a bold statement about the woman who anoints him with oil just days before he is killed: “Wherever the gospel is
proclaimed to the whole world, what she has done will be told in memory of her”. She alone does something loving and merci-
ful for him in the days before his death. Some scoff at her action, regarding it as a waste of precious oil. They say that it was
worth nearly a year’s wages, a huge sum that could have been given to the poor. Perhaps they have a point. Perhaps her actions
were extravagant. But Jesus teaches us that such extravagance for those you love is not a waste at all. After all, if one were to
look at the life of the Messiah, ending his life not as the healer of every ill, the benefactor of every beggar, and the victor over
every opponent, but on the cross, condemned as a criminal, one would see his life as a waste. What could God have had in mind
to send him into the world only to die a condemned man, with the world objectively not any better than it had been? With eyes
of faith, we know that his life was not a waste, for he healed our every spirit, paid for our every sin, and won the victory over
death. As this woman who lowered herself to enter a leper’s home and wasted her entire jar of priceless oil, Jesus emptied him-
self to enter sinful humanity’s home and spent his entire life to give us the priceless gift of eternal life.

Jesus gives us this woman as an example. In what ways can I show my love for others in a way that might seem extravagant to
observers, but meaningful to them and for me?

Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord

Hace apenas unos meses celebramos la noche que nacio6 Je-
sus, el Hijo de Dios haciéndose parte de la humanidad. Ema-
nuel que significa Dios estd con nosotros.

Hoy escuchamos un horrible relato de la inhumanidad de
casi todos los que rodean a nuestro Sefior. Uno de sus mejo-
res amigos le traiciona, otro le niega, los demas le abando-
nan, la multitud se vuelve contra él, los soldados le torturan,
las autoridades le condenan, Pilato le sentencia. En el Evan-
gelio de Marcos, incluso los dos crucificados con €l le mal-
tratan. Este aflo me gustaria que pensaramos en la mujer que
ungio a Jesus.

Jesus hace una declaracion audaz acerca de la mujer
que lo unge con aceite s6lo unos dias antes de que lo
mataran: “En cualquier parte del mundo donde se predi-
que el Evangelio, se recordara también en su honor lo
que ella ha hecho conmigo” (Marcos 14, 9). Solamente
ella hace algo amoroso y misericordioso por ¢l unos
dias antes de ¢l enfrentar su muerte. Algunos se burlan
de ella, considerando su accion como un desperdicio de
aceite caro. Dicen que valia casi un afio de salario, una
suma enorme que pudiera habérsele entregado a los po-
bres. Tal vez tuvieran razon. Tal vez lo que ella hizo fue
extravagante. Pero Jests nos ensefia que tal extravagan-
cia hacia las personas que amamos no es ninguin desper-
dicio. Después de todo, si fuéramos a mirar la vida del
Mesias, terminando su vida no como el que cur6 todas
las enfermedades, el benefactor de todos los mendigos
y el vencedor de todos sus adversarios, sino en la cruz y
condenado como un criminal, tal vez viéramos su vida
como un desperdicio. ;Cual seria la intencion de Dios
al enviar a Jesus al mundo s6lo para morir como un cri-
minal condenado y en un mundo que, objetivamente, no
era mejor que antes? Con los ojos de la fe sabemos que
su vida no fue un desperdicio, pues ¢l nos curd nuestro
espiritu, pagd por nuestros pecados y consiguio la vic-
toria sobre la muerte. Asi como esta mujer se rebajo al
entrar en la casa de un leproso y uso todo el aceite que
habia en su frasco, Jesus se rebajo para entrar en una
humanidad pecaminosa y uso6 toda su vida para darnos
el don incalculable de la vida eterna.

Jesus nos da a esta mujer como ejemplo. ;De qué manera
puedo mostrar mi amor a los demas de un modo que pueda
parecer extravagante a los observadores, pero significativo
para ellos y para mi?
