Brothers and Sisters, :

We are now coming to the end of Lent. I would like to go back and re-

mind ourselves the journey we have been taking. Lent is a season to y &

prepare for Easter. The three pillars of Lent are Fasting, Prayer and

Almsgiving. The Theme for our parish for this year is “Walking To- T
gether”. We promised to intentionally reach out to brothers and sisters

and walk together. We dedicated not to assume people know what we are doing but intentionally invite and welcome oth-
ers to the life of the church in things we are doing.

During Lent we have been praying the Stations of Cross every Tuesday in English at St. Sylvester church at 6pm. Every
Friday we have been praying Stations of the Cross in Spanish at Our Lady of Grace church at 6.pm. This is a devotion that
is done during Lent mediating on 15 important events in Jesus journey to save us. This devotion leads us to the celebration
of Eucharist where we receive the Body and Blood of Christ.

During Lent we have been fasting and abstaining from eating meat all Fridays. As a community of God we fast together.
The act of fasting as a community and individuals helps to identify with the poor and those who are suffering. The act of
fasting enables us to give alms to the poor from the things we have fasted. The spiritual actions we do help us to connect
with God and the Lord’s mission of serving the poor. Lent gives us an opportunity to review how our prayer life, our sacri-
fices and our giving are. Children from both schools and a lot of people in our community donated money to help com-
plete building church in Africa.

We covered all statues during Lent. This tradition helps to give full attention to the mystery of Christ saving mystery. Dur-
ing Lent our whole attention is reconnecting ourselves to Christ himself. We are able to listen to God’s word. It highlights
how important this season is. Whoever enters the church knows something important is going on. All images are covered!
When we uncover them during Easter we know how precious and important was that they were covered. We cover our-
selves and forget how precious we are from inside.

We do not do baptism during Lent but we prepare those getting baptize to receive baptism during Easter. There is no Holy
water in church during Lent. It is 40 days of being in the desert with the Lord. Holy water is for baptism and because we
are not doing baptism we do not have Holy water, we thirst and wait for the Lord to quench our thirst during resurrection.
It is for this reason we do not have flowers during. Our community is really thirsting for Holy water and this has been a
good spiritual fast for our community.

Have you prepared for Easter by fasting, praying and giving alms? Holy week gives you another opportunity starting to-
day.

Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord

Durante la Cuaresma hemos ayunado y nos hemos abste-
nido de comer carne todos los viernes. Como comunidad
de Dios ayunamos juntos. El acto de ayunar como co-
munidad y como individuos nos ayuda a identificarnos
con los pobres y los que sufren. El acto de ayunar nos
permite dar limosna a los pobres de las cosas que hemos
ayunado.

Somos capaces de escuchar la palabra de
Dios. Esto relieve la importancia de este tiempo. Quien
entra en la iglesia sabe que algo importante esta pasando.
Todas las imagenes estan cubiertas. Cuando las descu-
brimos durante la Pascua sabemos lo precioso e impor-
tante que fue cubrirlas. Nos cubrimos y olvidamos lo
preciosos que somos por dentro.

No bautizamos durante la Cuaresma, pero preparamos a
los que van a ser bautizados para recibir el bautismo du-
rante la Pascua. No hay agua bendita en la iglesia duran-
te la Cuaresma. Son 40 dias de estar en el desierto con el
Sefior. El agua bendita es para el bautismo y porque no
estamos haciendo bautismos no tenemos agua bendita,
tenemos sed y esperamos que el Sefior sacie nuestra sed
durante la resurreccion. Es por esta razon no tenemos
flores durante la Cuaresma, nuestra comunidad esta real-
mente sedienta de agua bendita y este ha sido un buen
ayuno espiritual para nuestra comunidad.
