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Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

God gives life. He is risen once
and for all! Death has been de-
feated. I am very blessed this
weekend as we celebrate the
most important event of human §
history. Destruction of life in
many different ways is our cul- p
ture today. It is in this culture
we proclaim the risen Christ. In
every situation we find our-
selves in God gives life to it.
This is what we celebrate today.
Victory over sin and death, over
everything that bind us, victory
through Christ.

Again and again over the last
three years we have longed for a
return to normal, a return to what it was like before COVID-19. It is an
understandable sentiment, considering the difficult changes and traumatic
losses we’ve suffered in our everyday lives. But let Saint Paul’s words to
the Corinthians point us in a different direction. “Clear out the old yeast,”
he told them, “so that you may become a fresh batch of dough” Easter
does not point us to the past, but to the future. The Resurrection is not re-
suscitation, but a transformation. The disciples did not return to their lives
from three years before, to fishing and collecting taxes and hanging
around Galilee. No, their lives were transformed. Filled with the Holy
Spirit, they preached the gospel and made disciples of all nations. In
them, new yeast rose. Our parish has changed completely even if we have
a new name which is Jesus, Bread of Life. Our mission has also been
transformed through renew my church process. Like early disciples we
are called to be missionary disciples. Let explain this more giving exam-
ple from this weekend readings.

Easter 1igil

Mary Magdalene and the other Mary (the mother of the sons of Zebedee)
were two of the women who watched from a distance as Jesus was cruci-
fied and died on the cross.
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Early in the morning on the day after the Sabbath, they are the first to come to the tomb, becoming the first
to hear of the Resurrection. They get the news because they are there. They never abandoned him. They
then they go joyful too give the news to other disciples. Where were all the other disciples besides Mary of
Magdala, Peter, and John? Quite possibly they were in hiding, fearful that they could be prosecuted and
jailed (or worse) if they were identified as friends of the agitator whom the authorities had just crucified.
Locked in their hiding places, they were nearly as entombed as Jesus had been. They needed to be raised as
well. God raised Jesus from the dead, then also soon raised the disciples from their self-imposed tombs.

Once raised, they were able to continue Jesus’ mission, preaching the gospel, baptizing the eager, and mak-
ing disciples of all nations. This is our challenge as well. We may not be in hiding, but we may be over-
whelmed by the darkness that envelops our world. In the face of violence and discord, illness and death, we
may feel that the dawn will never come. We look to our God who raises the dead, the disciples in their hid-
ing-place tombs as well as the literally dead, to restore us to life, to restore us to living. The disciple whom
Jesus loved is a model for all of us, for he believed before he understood. After all, the Resurrection 1s an
event beyond human understanding.

It is good news. We shall never go back to what we used to be. We have resurrected and joyfully we go to
our neighborhood, families and work places and proclaim the good news. That is being missionary disciples.

Los discipulos no volvie-
ron a su vida de tres afos antes, a pescar, cobrar impuestos y rondar por Galilea. No, sus vidas se transforma-
ron. Llenos del Espiritu Santo, predicaron el Evangelio e hicieron discipulos de todas las naciones. En ellos
surgid una levadura nueva. Nuestra parroquia ha cambiado completamente, incluso tenemos un nuevo nom-
bre que es Jesus, Pan de Vida. Nuestra mision también se ha transformado a través del proceso de renovar mi
iglesia. Como los primeros discipulos, estamos llamados a ser discipulos misioneros. Vamos a explicar esto
mas dando ejemplo de las lecturas de este fin de semana.
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Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

Muy posiblemente estaban escondidos, temerosos de
ser procesados y encarcelados (o algo peor) si eran
identificados como amigos del agitador al que las au-
toridades acababan de crucificar. Encerrados en sus
refugios, estaban casi tan sepultados como Jesus. Ellos
también necesitaban resucitar.

Dios resucit6 a Jests de entre los muertos, y pronto
resucitd también a los discipulos de sus tumbas auto-
impuestas. Una vez resucitados, pudieron continuar la
mision de Jesus, predicando el evangelio, bautizando a
los ansiosos y haciendo discipulos de todas las nacio-
nes. Este es también nuestro reto. Puede que no este-
mos escondidos, pero si abrumados por la oscuridad
que envuelve nuestro mundo. Ante la violencia y la
discordia, la enfermedad y la muerte, podemos sentir
que nunca amanecera. Miramos a nuestro Dios que
resucita a los muertos, tanto a los discipulos en sus
tumbas escondidas como a los literalmente muertos,
para restaurarnos a la vida, para restaurarnos a vivir.
El discipulo a quien Jesus amaba es un modelo para
todos nosotros, pues crey6 antes de comprender. Al
fin y al cabo, la Resurreccion es un acontecimiento
que va mas alla de la comprension humana.

Es una buena noticia. Nunca volveremos a ser lo que
éramos. Hemos resucitado y con alegria vamos a nues-
tro vecindario, familias y lugares de trabajo y procla-
mamos las buenas nuevas. Eso es ser discipulos misio-
neros.
