Pastor’s Column

As we continue our celebra-
tion of Easter, we praise God
for this miracle that brings
new life to us all, and we pray
that we will continue to grow
in understanding of the many
ramifications of this event.

They set out at once and

returned to Jerusalem where
they found gathered together
the eleven and those with
them who were saying, “The
Lord has truly been raised
and has appeared to Simon!”
- Lk 24:33-34

This weekend we hear the story of how the two disciples from Emmaus
enjoyed the company of the stranger enough to invite him to stay with
them, but it was not until the stranger broke bread with them that they rec-
ognized him. Only then did they realize that their hearts had been burning
within them as they’d listened to him open God’s word to them. Sometimes
recognition only comes in retrospect. We don’t always realize the signifi-
cance of an encounter with someone unexpected in the moment. Only later
do we realize how special it was.

When Jesus first encountered his disciples from Emmaus, he opened the
scriptures to them, explaining and interpreting the word of God. Then he
dined with them, breaking bread and offering it to them to eat. Right now,
today, Jesus offers us the same opportunities. Here we gather together with
Jesus’ fellow disciples and hear the word of God: readings from the Gospel
that can illuminate the reading from the Old Testament, and readings from
the New Testament that can help us answer the call to discipleship. Then
Jesus invites us to break bread together, bread that has become his Body,
broken and shared with us all to consume and to become.

How would this Gospel passage have ended had the two disciples not invit-
ed the stranger to come and stay? If the disciples had said goodbye and
wished him a good trip instead of inviting him to come and stay with them,
would they have ever realized who he was? It might never have dawned on
them. Perhaps we have encountered Christ in a stranger as well, but just
never noticed because we didn’t take that extra step.

How does this scripture apply to my life? Jesus continues to manifest him-
self today through the people we encounter every day. Through the person
we are sitting next to in the pew. Through strangers we encounter every
day. The action we take in recognizing and welcoming this presence opens
the door for our encounter. It is within our new parish the Lord offers us a
new opportunity to continue with his mission of offering others opportunity
to encounter Jesus as we have.

Quiza nosotros
también hayamos encontrado a Cristo en un desconocido, pero nunca nos hayamos dado cuenta porque no hemos
dado ese paso adicional.

(Como se aplica esta escritura a mi vida? Jesus sigue manifestaindose hoy a través de las personas con las que nos
encontramos cada dia. A través de la persona que estad sentada junto a nosotros en el banco de la iglesia. A través de
los desconocidos que encontramos cada dia. La accion que realizamos al reconocer y acoger esta presencia abre la
puerta a nuestro encuentro. Es dentro de nuestra nueva parroquia donde el Sefior nos ofrece una nueva oportunidad
para continuar con su mision de ofrecer a otros la oportunidad de encontrarse con Jests como lo hemos hecho noso-
tros.
