Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

The first disciples had a problem. The
Greek-speaking convert (“Hellenists”)
complained to the original disciples
because their widows were being ne-
glected by the Hebrew-speaking disci-
ples who controlled the “daily distri-
bution”: the food and other essentials
they held for the common good. The
Hebrew-speaking disciples could have
decided to split the community in two
and leave the Greek speaking disciples to handle it themselves. Instead, the
diversity of the early community inspired a wise decision. The Hebrew-
speaking leaders decided to split up the work among themselves and new
leaders from among the Hellenists: not only the responsibility for serving
the community, but also the basic ministries of preaching and serving. Now
all the needs of the community are met by both communities working to-
gether.

JOHN 14:6

The eleven apostles who remained after the Resurrection selected Matthias
to replace Judas so that they could once again be twelve, symbolizing the
twelve tribes of Israel. Today we hear them commission seven leaders from
among the Hellenists. Seven signifies universality and completion, for it
was considered a perfect number. The numbers of those called to lead,
twelve and seven, symbolize both their roots and their mission.

What do we learn? The mission of our Lord Jesus Christ who came to serve
goes on through his disciples. The mission does not change but it takes dif-
ferent forms depending with time and the needs. It now goes on through us
today. As a new parish with a call of missionary disciples we take this to
heart. Our mission is to serve as Jesus has called us to do. It is the way we
shall be identified at the end of time. “Then the King will say to those on
His right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by My Father, inherit the kingdom
prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I was hungry and
you gave Me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave Me something to
drink, I was a stranger and you took Me in, I was naked and you clothed
Me, I was sick and you looked after Me, [ was in prison and you visited
Me.” We have five pillars to build on; The ministry of hungry and Thirsty.
The ministry of welcoming the stranger. The ministry of the sick. The min-
istry of those in prison. The ministry of consolation. Everyone of these

ministries can take different path and wide.

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If you strongly feel called to anyone of these ministries please call me so we can form a team to build a vibrant
church that serves. Each ministry will take a season of formation. July and August we shall be doing formation for
the ministry of the sick. At the end I would like us to look like the parish that meets the mission that Jesus left us
where everyone is involved.

I will be heading to Kenya on May 15th to prepare for the grand opening of the new church of St. Charles Lwanga
that we have been helped built in Kenya. The opening day is June 11th. I am trying to coordinate to have the option
of seeing the opening mass live for those who would like to participate online.

Thanks to everyone who has generously given to help with this project. A missionary disciple’s parish reaches out
beyond our boundary to serve and evangelize. We have created a strong catholic presence in a poor community in
Kenya. The Lord will do wonderful things through the church we have built. It is the work of the Lord! I look for-
ward to welcoming the 15 parishioners that will travel to Kenya. It will be an eye opening trip. Please keep us in
prayers while there. I am excited for the opportunity the Lord has given us.

Pagina del Pastor

Hermanos y hermanas,

Los primeros discipulos tenian un problema. Los conversos de habla griega (“helenistas”) se quejaban a los primeros
discipulos, porque sus viudas no estaban atendidas por los discipulos de habla hebrea que controlaban “el servicio de
caridad de todos los dias”: el alimento y otras cosas esenciales de lo cual se ocupaban para el bien comun. Los disci-
pulos que hablaban hebreo pudieron haber decidido dividir la comunidad en dos y dejar que los discipulos que habla-
ban griego se ocuparan de ellos mismos. Por el contrario, la diversidad de esa comunidad primitiva les inspiré a ha-
cer una decision sabia. Los lideres que hablaban hebreo decidieron dividirse el trabajo entre ellos y los nuevos lide-
res de la comunidad helenista: no solamente la responsabilidad de servir a la comunidad, sino también los ministerios
basicos de la predicacion y el servicio. Ahora todas las necesidades de la comunidad estan cubiertas gracias al traba-
jo conjunto de ambas comunidades.

Los once apdstoles que atin quedaban después de la resurreccion eligieron a Matias para remplazar a Judas y asi ser
de nuevo doce, como simbolo de las doce tribus de Israel. Hoy los vemos elegir a siete lideres de entre los helenistas.
El nimero siete significa universalidad y culminacion, pues se consideraba el nimero perfecto. EI nimero de aque-
llos que fueron elegidos para dirigir —doce y siete— simbolizan tanto las raices de ellos como su mision.

(Qué aprendemos? La mision de nuestro Senor Jesucristo, que vino a servir, continta a través de sus discipulos. La
mision no cambia, pero adopta formas diferentes segiin el tiempo y las necesidades. Hoy continta a través de noso-
tros. Como nueva parroquia con una llamada de discipulos misioneros nos tomamos esto muy a pecho. Nuestra mi-
sion es servir como Jesus nos ha llamado a hacerlo. Asi se nos identificara al final de los tiempos. "Entonces el Rey
dira a los de su derecha: "Vengan, benditos de mi Padre, hereden el reino preparado para ustedes desde la fundacion
del mundo. Porque tuve hambre, y me distes de comer; tuve sed, y me distes de beber; fui forastero, y me hospedas-
te; estuve desnudo, y me vestiste; enfermo, y me cuidaste; en la carcel, y me visitaste." Tenemos cinco pilares sobre
los que construir: El ministerio de los hambrientos y sedientos. El ministerio de acoger al extranjero. El ministerio de
los enfermos. El ministerio de los encarcelados. El ministerio de la consolacion. Cada uno de estos ministerios puede
tomar un camino diferente y amplio. Si usted se siente fuertemente llamado a cualquiera de estos ministerios por fa-
vor llameme para que podamos formar un equipo para construir una iglesia vibrante que sirve. Cada ministerio toma-
ra una temporada de formacion. En julio y agosto estaremos haciendo formacion para el ministerio de los enfermos.
Al final me gustaria que nos viéramos como la parroquia que cumple con la misidon que Jesus nos dejé donde todos
estan involucrados.

El 15 de mayo viajaré a Kenia para preparar la gran inauguracion de la nueva iglesia de San Carlos Lwanga que nos
han ayudado a construir en Kenia. El dia de la inauguracion es el 11 de junio. Estoy tratando de coordinar para tener
la opcidn de ver la misa de apertura en vivo para aquellos que quieran participar en linea.
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Gracias a todos los que generosamente han dado para
ayudar con este proyecto. La parroquia de un discipulo
Misionero se extiende mas alla de nuestros limites para
servir y evangelizar.
