Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

Jesus said to his disciples: "'If you love me, you will keep ny
commandments. And I will ask the Father, and he will give
you another Adpocate to be with you always, the Spirit of truth,
whom the world cannot accept, because it neither sees nor knows
him... 1 will not leave you orphans; 1 will come to you. ..
Whoever has mzy commandments and observes them is the one
who loves me. And whoever loves me will be loved by my Fa-
ther, and I will love him and reveal myself to him."

This weekend we celebrate the gift of motherhood. We
would like to wish a very Happy Mother’s day to all our
beloved mothers. Each of us is blessed to have a mother. The gift of life that comes
from God is given to us through our mothers. Mothers play a very important and
crucial role in the life of a child. With God’s help mothers give birth and protect life
of the child God has given them. The best model of motherhood for the church is
the Blessed Virgin Mary. The month of May we honor Mary who continues to teach
all mothers the best way to be a mother. Mary understood very cleatly her call to
motherhood was a call from God. The Angel was send to her. The child she con-
ceived was also the work of God as the Holy Spirit came upon her. Mary accepted
this responsibility in obedience to God will and call. It is for this reason we crown
Mary today in our parish as she is the model of Christian mothers. Carefully looking
at the story of Mary we learn the mystery of motherhood. Life comes from God and
that is why we believe strongly only God can take it away. Each of us is here today
because our mothers accepted this call like Mary in obedience to God will.

In this weekend Gospel Jesus is reminding us that loving him involves following his
commandments. In other words we are obedient to his teachings. Jesus showed us by
his own life what it means to be his disciple. The action of Jesus washing the feet of
his disciples has a very central part in his mission. Jesus gave life in every circum-
stance. He continually went out to serve those who needed him the most, especially
those condemned and abandoned by the society. Our mission as a new parish of Je-
sus, Bread of life is to serve in obedience to his teachings. It is because we love him
that we shall roll our sleeves and be a parish that serves. We shall form five pillars of
evangelization focusing on being missionary disciples. Missionary disciple’s means
being active serving as Jesus has called us. These five pillars are: Ministry of serving
the hungry and thirsty, Ministry of serving and welcoming the stranger, Ministry of
serving the sick and elderly, ministry of serving those in prisons, The ministry of
serving those who have lost a loved one/ consolation. “Then the king will say to those
on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father. Inberit the kingdom prepared for
you from the foundation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, 1 was thirsty
and you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and
you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.”” (Mathew 25: 34-36). This is the parish
we are called to be.
