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Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

[ am happy to be back after traveling to Kenya in Africa with big group of 15 people from our parish on a pilgrimage to open
the new Church of Saint Charles Lwanga. We were received with great joy by the bishop of the area, the parishioners and their
priests. More than 1000 people showed up for the new church blessing. The mass was celebrated outside because we could not
fit inside the church. Thank you to everyone who has made this a success. We are a missionary oriented parish that answers the
call of Jesus to go out to the whole world and make disciples of all nations. We are doing our part. The church opening group
then took a safari to see the most famous African animals and meet the ordinary people. Everyone who was part of the trip has a
story to tell and they were very grateful to be part of the journey. I hope to give more people opportunity every year to go and
be part of building faith and answering the call God has given us. The Lord will do wonderful things through us and with us.

On this week in the middle of summer, our readings take us outside and into nature. In both the first reading and the Gospel, we
hear of seeds and their potential within. Isaiah’s focus is on the rain that nourishes the earth, enabling the seeds planted there to
bear fruit. Jesus’ focus is on soil where seeds can either fail or be fruitful. Both Isaiah and Jesus explain that the seed represents
God’s word, which can be fertile and fruitful. Will the seeds within us bloom and bear fruit? That depends on whether we nur-
ture them well or not. Sometimes we let them dry out and die. Maybe we just don’t pay attention to God’s word and miss our
opportunity. Or we fail to understand it. Or we decide it doesn’t relate to our own lives. Or we don’t allow it to penetrate deep
into our hearts. Or we reject it because it’s too challenging. Like the seed in today’s parable, there are many obstacles to God’s
seed bearing fruit. Let us pray in the hope that God’s word in us can eventually bear abundant fruit.

The next few weeks we shall be running formation of the ministers of the Holy Communion to the sick and homebound. As a
parish we are requesting all ministers of the Eucharist to take this six week course. This makes all misters available to serve. We
shall be preparing the ministers to serve the parish with both Body and Blood of Christ. The Eucharist is the center of every-
thing we do as a parish and therefore those who serve must be well formed and have strong connection with Jesus himself. This
is an archdiocese program that starts on August 15 at Our Lady of Grace chapel and will run for two hours each Tuesday from
7pm to 9pm. Our Lady of Grace chapel has air condition and a bigger space to host the event. The program will be in Spanish.

Finally I would like to thank those who have supported the parish continue to run smoothly when I was away. I am very grateful
to Fr. George, all priests and Deacons who continued to care for the pastoral needs of our Parish. [ am very grateful to Nuri
(Parish operation director) and our all our parish office staff that made sure all operations of the parish in every angle was mov-
ing smoothly. We have a very good staff and I am very lucky and grateful. As with any family there were a few issues that came
up when [ was away, which will help us adjust things and make some few changes to meet those issues in the future.

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Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
