Brothers and Sisters,
St Svivester School The theme of this weekend is Reconciliation
3027}' W. Palmer Square, Chicago, 1L 60647 With whom do I need to reconcile? How can I go about it fruitfully? In the first reading

Kathleen Bourneuf, Principal of this weekend God has given Ezekiel a truly challenging job. If the people of Israel
kbourneuf@archchicago.org sin and he does not speak out to dissuade them from their sinfulness, he will be pun-
773-772-5222 ished along with the sinners.
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It is through the prophets like Ezekiel that God tells the sinners of their sinfulness. So Ezekiel first has to convince the people
of their sinfulness, then he has persuade them to change. Jesus teaches his disciples how to approach reconciliation. It first has
to be personal approach one to one. However, if the loved one will not listen to in private, “take one or two others along with
you”. Sounds like what we would call an intervention. The idea is similar: bring together friends or family members who care
dearly about the person so they can try to persuade them to get help to change their ways. We address the sinner as we would a
person with an addiction: with the understanding that their destructive behavior can cloud their judgment and that those who
love them want them to get better.

Matthew writes that Jesus told his disciples that if a sinner will not listen to anyone and will not change the offending behavior,
that they should “treat him or her as you would a Gentile or a tax collector”. Initially, this sounds like Jesus is encouraging the
disciples to ostracize stubborn sinners. But let’s consider how Jesus treated Gentiles and tax collectors. He spent time with
them, he responded to their needs, he healed them, he cared for them, and he even called them to be his disciples. The disciple
who wrote down these words was a tax collector! No matter how the disciples may have interpreted Jesus’ words at the time, it
became apparent after further reflection that Jesus was not calling them to be dismissive of these sinners, but to reconcile with
them. Reconciliation is a long time process and perseverance is the key. We always opt for reconciliation no matter how hard it
might seem and feels.

The church has two sacraments of healing, namely confession and anointing of the sick. Every three months we have a parish
healing mass. Last week we celebrated the healing mass at St. Sylvester. We had 100 plus people in attendance. The next one
will be at Our Lady of Grace and we shall announce the dates two weeks before the actual mass. We celebrate sacrament of
confession every Saturday at 4:30pm at Our Lady of Grace. This gives you an opportunity to attend mass right after the confes-
sion at 5:30pm. You can receive both sacraments at any time that is good for you. Please call the office and ask to speak either
with me or Fr. George to coordinate the sacrament. Please do not feel like you are bothering us. We are here to serve you.
Bringing reconciliation in your life is the best gift we could give you and your loved one.

El tema de este fin de semana es la Reconciliacion

(Con quién tengo que reconciliarme? ;Como puedo hacerlo fructuosamente? En la primera lectura de este fin de semana, Dios
ha encomendado a Ezequiel una tarea verdaderamente dificil. Si el pueblo de Israel peca y ¢l no habla para disuadirles de su
pecado, sera castigado junto con los pecadores. Es a través de profetas como Ezequiel que Dios habla a los pecadores de su
pecado. Asi que Ezequiel primero tiene que convencer a la gente de su pecaminosidad, luego tiene que convencerlos de que
cambien. JesUs ensena a sus discipulos como acercarse a la reconciliacion. Primero tiene que ser un acercamiento personal de
uno a uno. Sin embargo, si la persona amada no quiere escuchar en privado, "lleva a uno o dos mas contigo". Suena a lo que
llamariamos una intervencion. La idea es parecida: reunir a amigos o familiares que se preocupan mucho por la persona para
que intenten persuadirla de que busque ayuda para cambiar su conducta. Nos dirigimos al pecador como lo hariamos con una
persona adicta: sabiendo que su comportamiento destructivo puede nublar su juicio y que quienes le quieren desean que mejore.

Mateo escribe que Jesus dijo a sus discipulos que si un pecador no escucha a nadie y no cambia su comportamiento ofensivo,
que "lo traten como a un gentil o a un recaudador de impuestos". Inicialmente, esto suena como si Jesus estuviera animando a
los discipulos a condenar al ostracismo a los pecadores tercos. Pero consideremos como trataba Jesus a los gentiles y a los re-
caudadores de impuestos. Pasaba tiempo con ellos, respondia a sus necesidades, los curaba, cuidaba de ellos e incluso los 1la-
maba a ser sus discipulos. El discipulo que escribid estas palabras era un recaudador de impuestos. No importa como los disci-
pulos hayan interpretado las palabras de Jestis en ese momento, después de una reflexion mas profunda se hizo evidente que
Jesus no los estaba llamando a despreciar a estos pecadores, sino a reconciliarse con ellos. La reconciliacion es un proceso largo
y la perseverancia es la clave. Siempre hay que optar por la reconciliacion, por muy dificil que parezca y se sienta.

La Iglesia tiene dos sacramentos de sanacion: la confesion y la uncion de los enfermos. Cada tres meses celebramos una misa
parroquial de sanacion. La semana pasada celebramos la misa de sanacion en San Silvestre. Asistieron mas de 100 personas. La
proxima sera en Nuestra Sefiora de Gracia y anunciaremos las fechas dos semanas antes de la misa. Celebramos el sacramento
de confesion todos los sébados a las 4:30 en Nuestra Sefiora de Gracia. Esto te da la oportunidad de asistir a misa después de la
confesion a las 5:30pm. Usted puede recibir ambos sacramentos en cualquier momento que sea bueno para usted. Por favor lla-
me a la oficina y pida hablar conmigo o con el Padre George para coordinar el sacramento. Por favor no sienta que nos esta mo-
lestando. Estamos aqui para servirle. Traer la reconciliacion a su vida es el mejor regalo que podemos darle a usted y a su ser
querido.
