Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

This weekend readings remind us how important it is to forgive. More than that, they teach us to be forgiving people, showing mer-
cy to all those who have wronged us, whether in matters great or small. At the end of our lives we believe we will be completely
reliant on God’s mercy to forgive our many sins. Forgiveness begins in the heart. Unfortunately, so do wrath and anger, which Si-
rach urges us to avoid. When we are wronged, especially when it hurts, especially when it has long-term consequences or even
changes our lives completely, it is difficult for the heart to make a complete turn from anger to mercy. But, as doctors will say, we
need to nurture a healthy heart. When we hug tightly wrath and anger, allowing them to fester into resentment or bitterness, we are
unconsciously choosing to have an unhealthy heart. Forgiveness allows us to reconcile with the consequences of the action that hurt
us as well as with the cause of that hurt. It allows us to heal the broken relationship with that person, with an apparently unfair
world, and with a seemingly unjust God. Jesus shocks Peter when he demands forgiving seventy-seven times. Who could possibly
do that? But that’s the point. Forgiveness isn’t something that is tracked on a scorecard, with a certain number of boxes to fill in.
The goal of forgiveness is reconciliation.

Our first parish fest was a success. We are grateful all the groups from our Lady of Grace who did a wonderful job to make this a
success. We are grateful to Maria Pacheco who for many years has coordinated the fest for Our Lady of Grace and now she did it
for the parish. We are very grateful to Nuri our operation director who worked so hard to make sure we received the permits re-
quired. We did learn a lot. This years’ festival we raised $5,434.39 after removing all expenses. This money will be used to help
pay expenses of daily running of our parish. The next fest will be next year at St. Sylvester. I am hoping the parish community from
both churches will come together better than this year. I was very disappointed of people from St. Sylvester only a few showed up.
Also we have to build a fest that is welcoming to all communities and our today culture. To do this we shall need a more diverse
team taking leadership in running the future fests. Starting next year we shall build a team from both churches to plan and run the
parish festival. I would like to see our religious education and both schools take a huge part in the festival. The whole parish has to
come together. This is not an easy job but we have to work hard towards it. Once again thank you very much to everyone who
made this fest a success.
