TWENTY-FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
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Brothers and Sisters,

How can I prioritize generosity
over fairness in how I regard and
treat others? This weekend Jesus
tells his disciples a parable that
relates the story of a landowner and |
the laborers he hires. The landown- ¢
er represents God, we are the labor- 5
ers, and the vineyard is the world.
The work we have we been hired to
do at customary wage we can found
just a few chapters later in Mat-
thew. At the Last Judgment, Jesus tells his disciples, the Son of Man will welcome into
the kingdom those who served the neediest among us: the hungry, the poor, the ill, the
imprisoned. This is the work of God’s vineyard, and the “usual wage” is eternal life.
We learn God is merciful and will reward even those who worked very little. There is
always hope. The wage is the same for all, there is no special place in heaven. The re-
sentful laborers who worked all day grumbled because they could not accept generosity
favored over fairness. Yes, without a doubt, the landowner was being unfair. God has
shown us here, generosity and mercy are more important than fairness as Isaiah said,
God’s ways are so above our ways that we cannot possibly fully understand them. As a
parish we keep opening the door for people experience the generous mercy of God.

The communion ministers completed 12 hours of formation. We now have more than 40
parishioners formed well to serve our community to minister communion to the sick and
in the church. Next is coordinating all communion ministers who have been formed to
serve our parish. There are those ministers who did not get a chance to attend formation
as it was only in Spanish and we shall find opportunities for the English speaking minis-
ters of communion. If you know anyone in our parish who is sick please submit their
names to parish office. All elderly and sick members of our parish will receive com-
munion every weekend. That is the goal.

We are now ready to start children’s liturgy during mass starting the first weekend of
October. When mass begins, the children will be called forward after the opening pray-
er. The priest will bless them, and then led by their catechist they will go to a designated
area to study the word and return to church during offertory. Children’s liturgy will be
at 11am and Sylvester designated area is the gym and at 12pm at OLG and the designat-
ed area is chapel. We encourage and request parents to consider bringing their children
to these masses. We are open to suggestions of how we can make our designated mass-
es more welcoming to parents with children. All school and religious education parents
who have children that will receive sacraments this academic year are required to attend
mass every weekend. As Catholics going to church on Sunday is an obligation. The
deacons will be signing a copy of the bulletin for the children every weekend at end of
all masses. We ask every child to bring a signed bulletin to school on Mondays or to
religious education class as a proof they attended mass. Those who will continuously
fail to attend weekend masses will not be allowed to receive the sacrament as they will
not be showing effort of living the faith.

(Como puedo dar prioridad a la generosidad frente a la justicia en mi forma de considerar y tratar a los demas? Este
fin de semana, Jesus cuenta a sus discipulos una parabola que relata la historia de un propietario de vifia y los traba-
jadores que contrata. El propietario representa a Dios, nosotros somos los obreros y la vifia es el mundo. El trabajo
para el que hemos sido contratados con el salario de costumbre lo encontramos unos capitulos mas adelante en Ma-
teo. En el Juicio Final, dice Jesus a sus discipulos, el Hijo del Hombre acogera en el reino a los que sirvieron a los
mas necesitados de entre nosotros: los hambrientos, los pobres, los enfermos, los encarcelados. Este es el trabajo de
la vinia de Dios, y el "salario de costumbre" es la vida eterna. Aprendemos que Dios es misericordioso y recompensa-
rd incluso a los que han trabajado muy poco. Siempre hay esperanza. El salario es el mismo para todos, no hay un
lugar especial en el cielo. Los obreros rencorosos que trabajaban todo el dia refunfufiaban porque no podian aceptar
que se favoreciera la generosidad por encima de la justicia. Si, sin duda, el duefio de la vifia estaba siendo injusto.
Dios nos ha mostrado aqui que la generosidad y la misericordia son mas importantes que la justicia, como dijo Isaias:
los caminos de Dios estan tan por encima de los nuestros que no podemos comprenderlos plenamente. Como parro-
quia, seguimos abriendo la puerta para que la gente experimente la generosa misericordia de Dios.

Los ministros de la comunién completaron 12 horas de formacion. Ahora tenemos méas de 40 feligreses bien forma-
dos para servir a nuestra comunidad para ministrar la comunion a los enfermos y en la iglesia. Lo siguiente es coor-
dinar a todos los ministros de la comunion que han sido formados para servir a nuestra parroquia. Hay aquellos mi-
nistros que no tuvieron la oportunidad de asistir a la formacion ya que fue solo en espafol y encontraremos oportuni-
dades para los ministros de la comunion de habla inglesa. Si conocen a alguien en nuestra parroquia que este enfer-
mo por favor envien sus nombres a la oficina parroquial. Todos los ancianos y enfermos de nuestra parroquia recibi-
ran la comunion cada fin de semana. Ese es el objetivo.

Ya estamos listos para comenzar la liturgia de los nifios durante la misa a partir del primer fin de semana de octubre.
Cuando comience la misa, los nifios seran llamados a pasar al frente después de la oracion de apertura. El sacerdote
los bendecira, y luego guiados por su catequista iran a un area designada para estudiar la palabra y regresar a la igle-
sia durante el ofertorio. La liturgia de los nifios serd a las 11am y el area designada de San Silvestre es el gimnasio y
alas 12pm en OLG y el area designada es la capilla. Animamos y pedimos a los padres que consideren traer a sus
hijos a estas misas. Estamos abiertos a sugerencias de como podemos hacer que nuestras misas designadas sean mas
acogedoras para los padres con nifios.

Todos los padres de la escuela y de educacion religiosa que tienen hijos que recibirdn los sacramentos este afio aca-
démico estan obligados a asistir a misa todos los fines de semana. Como catdlicos ir a misa los domingos es una
obligacion. Los Didconos estardn firmando una copia del boletin para los nifios cada fin de semana al final de todas
las misas. Les pedimos a todos los nifios que traigan un boletin firmado a la escuela los lunes o a la clase de educa-
cion religiosa como prueba de que asistieron a misa. Aquellos que continuamente no asistan a las misas de fin de se-
mana no se les permitira recibir el sacramento ya que no estaran mostrando esfuerzo de vivir la fe.
