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Pastor’s Column

Brothers and Sisters,

Summer is a popular time to take a trip, and so it is appropriate that today we hear two
readings about traveling. Amos journeys from his home in Judah to prophesy in Bethel,
but the authorities there order him to go elsewhere. Jesus sends the Twelve out to travel
across the region, instructing them what to take and what to do on their journey.

Neither Amos nor Amaziah was put in an easy position. Sent from the Southern King-
dom of Judah to prophesy to the Northern Kingdom of Israel, Amos spoke out against
political and economic injustice, decrying Israel’s greed and warning them that God
would punish them for their sins. Meanwhile, Amaziah rose to the position of high
priest, where he had to speak on behalf of the king. Amos was a reluctant, but obedient
prophet, staying true to God’s word. Amaziah was obedient as well, but to the king
rather than to God. The king placed his will above God’s will, and Amaziah chose to
obey him and reject God. Amos placed God’s will first, so he continued to denounce
Israel in Bethel. It is not easy to be God’s voice in the world, but this is our calling.

Jesus does not make it easy on his disciples. He sends them out in pairs, each with
nothing but a walking stick and the tunic and sandals they are wearing. No money, no
food, no change of clothes, none of their belongings. Why? Why would he make them
dependent upon the kindness of strangers, folks in fact who were being commanded to
repent? No, he was teaching them to be dependent on God. After all, Jesus had none of
these things himself as he traveled throughout Galilee and Judea preaching, teaching,
and healing. Now he gives the Twelve the authority to do so themselves and sends
them on their mission. Today he gives us that mission.

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Remaining obedient to the calling God gives each one of us is not easy. Our blessed mother remained obedient to God Call,
same with St. Joseph, Jesus gives us perfect example obedience to his Father. It was not easy for each of them but remained
obedient. We are called to be missionary disciples bringing God love to our families and the world. We do this by inviting oth-
ers like Jesus invited two by two to go out. I am requesting everyone in our parish in leadership role to invite someone to par-
ticipate in what you do. Teach them and then within a year empower them like Jesus did to lead. Assuring them you will sup-
port them and not leave them alone. We must be obedient to Jesus’ way of making disciples. God ways always succeed even if
the powers of the world and cultures come against it.

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Hermanos y hermanas,

El verano es una época popular para viajar, y por eso es apropiado que hoy escuchemos dos lecturas sobre viajes.
Amos viaja desde su casa en Judé para profetizar en Betel, pero las autoridades de alli le ordenan que se vaya a otro
lugar. Jests envia a los Doce a recorrer la region, dandoles instrucciones sobre qué llevar y qué hacer en su viaje.

Ni Amoés ni Amasias se encontraron en una situacion facil. Enviado desde el Reino del Sur de Judé para profetizar al
Reino del Norte de Israel, Amos hablé contra la injusticia politica y econdmica, denunciando la avaricia de Israel y
advirtiéndoles de que Dios les castigaria por sus pecados. Mientras tanto, Amasias ascendio al puesto de sumo sacer-
dote, donde tenia que hablar en nombre del rey. Amos era un profeta reacio, pero obediente, que se mantenia fiel a la
palabra de Dios. Amasias también era obediente, pero al rey y no a Dios. El rey puso su voluntad por encima de la
voluntad de Dios, y Amasias eligié obedecerle y rechazar a Dios. Amds antepuso la voluntad de Dios, por lo que si-
gui6 denunciando a Israel en Betel. No es facil ser la voz de Dios en el mundo, pero esa es nuestra mision.

Jests no les facilita las cosas a sus discipulos. Los envia de dos en dos, cada uno sin nada mas que un baston y la tu-
nica y las sandalias que llevan puestas. Sin dinero, sin comida, sin muda de ropa, sin ninguna de sus pertenencias.
(Por qué? ;Por qué hacerlos depender de la amabilidad de extrafios, gente a la que, de hecho, se le ordenaba arrepen-
tirse? No, les estaba ensefiando a depender de Dios. Después de todo, Jesus no tenia nada de esto mientras viajaba por
Galilea y Judea predicando, ensefiando y sanando. Ahora les da a los Doce la autoridad para hacerlo por si mismos y
los envia a su mision. Hoy nos da a nosotros esa mision.

Permanecer obedientes a la llamada que Dios nos da a cada uno de nosotros no es facil. Nuestra bendita madre per-
maneci6 obediente a la llamada de Dios, lo mismo con San José, Jests nos da un ejemplo perfecto de obediencia a su
Padre. No fue fécil para cada uno de ellos, pero permanecieron obedientes. Estamos llamados a ser discipulos misio-
neros trayendo el amor de Dios a nuestras familias y al mundo. Hacemos esto invitando a otros como JesUs invit6 de
dos en dos a salir.
